	School Crossing Patrols
Parents provided feedback on where they think school crossing patrollers should be situated.  This was passed to the Facilities Team (who manage the service) along with details of parents concerns, in particular the very strong feeling regarding King's Gate in the vicinity of the Atholl Hotel, but the equally strong concern that Westburn Rd should not lose their patroller to provide it.  Road Safety & Traffic Management Team recommends that a SXP be located at the island on King's Gate.  

The Facilities Team considered the information collected from parents and spoke with colleagues in Road Safety & Traffic Management.  They (the Facilities Team) have agreed the points that they consider require a crossing patroller.  The sites identified for crossing patrollers for the new site are:
1) King's Gate at Richmondhill Road, adjacent to the small traffic island     
2) Fountainhall Road, between Hamilton Place and King's Gate / Beechgrove Terrace

The two points would be staffed by existing patrollers from the day that the new school opens for pupils.  The crossing patroller at Fountainhall Road would not cross pupils at both Fountainhall and King's Gate.  The intention is to have the crossing point some way down from the Fountainhall/King's Gate junction towards Hamilton Place.  Once crossed, pupils should make their up the south side of King's gate to the crossing on King's Gate at Richmondhill Road.  Pupils had previously been crossed King's Gate at the very busy junction due to the location of the present school.
There are a further two sites that have been identified as possible sites for a patroller:  

3) Mid Stocket Road at Richmondhill Road     
4) Raeden Park Road at the school gate 
Both of these will have Puffin crossings in place.  At present, we do not have required staff levels to patrol these.  Until surveys can be carried out we cannot confirm that these two points may meet the required criteria for additionally providing a patroller.  Once the school has been open for a period of time surveys will be undertaken at all four points to monitor traffic and pupils levels at both morning and afternoon times.

The Facilities Team confirm that the two crossing points (1 & 2) were decided upon following consideration of traffic levels at these positions and given the information regarding the numbers of pupils living nearby.  There are 'safe' routes to school utilising existing and planned light controlled crossings at major junctions from other areas. 
This is the reason Facilities Team have decided to remove the crossing patrol on Westburn Road associated with the present school location.  Rather than crossing Westburn Road at Bonnymuir Place pupils walking to the new school from this direction should walk up Westburn Road and cross to Raeden Park Road at the light controlled crossing in place there and then cross Raeden Park Road at the new light controlled crossing at the school gate.  (Awaiting information regarding the possibility of extending the ‘green man’ phase at the Westburn Rd/Raeden Park Rd crossing).

Any assistance the Mile End Parent Council could offer in promoting crossing patroller vacancies would be much appreciated but this would be on a city wide basis not just for the Mile End area.
